This opinion 1s delivered in response to your request for a legal opinion with respect to certain
matters in relation to the Grenada Citizenship by Investment Act. 2013 and the Grenada
Citizenship by Investment Regulations, 2013 (each as amended as of the date hereof, referred to
herein collectively as the “CBI Act™) and the property laws of Grenada. My opintons are limited
to the laws of Grenada. I express no opinion as to the laws of any other junisdiction.

Grenada Citizenship By Investment Programme

The CBI Act came into force on the 2*¢ day of November 2013 and remains in force, as amended
from time to time.

The CBI Act enables persons to acquire citizenship of Grenada by registration after making a
significant investment in Grenada. A person who is at least 18 years of age and who meets the
application requirements may apply to become a citizen of Grenada and may include certain family
members to also apply to become citizens of Grenada. The government undertakes due diligence
for each of the applicants. To be approved, an apphicant must not be suffening from any
commumicable diseases and must be of general good character.

An applicant who is granted citizenship under the CBI Act shall enjoy all the rights of a Grenada
citizen. including the right to obtain a passport. The Minister with responsibility for citizenship
has the power to deprive a citizen of his or her citizenship if the Minister is satisfied that such
citizenship was obtained by means of fraud, false representation or the concealment of any material
particular on the part of the citizenship applicant.

Application for Citizenship

An application for citizenship under the CBI Act may be subnutted by a Local Agent (as defined
n the CBI Act) on behalf of a person who proposes to make an mvestment of at least $220,000
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into the Hartman University Town (the “Project™).

The Commuttee (as defined m the CBI Act). through 1its staff will complete due diligence checks
on each person within a submutted application. Following examination by and rece dation of
the Commuttee the Minister with responsibality for matters relating to citizenship will grant or deny
the application and the Committee will notify the Local Agent of such decision in writing (a
“Natice of Approval in Principle”).

After receiving a Notice of Approval in Principle. an applicant who selected the Project as its
qualifying investment must make (or complete) payment of all sums due for its investment in the
Project. The Commnuttee must recerve evidence of the payment of the qualifying mvestment made
1 compliance with the requirements of the CBI Act, mcluding the timing and amount of such
payment. Currently, Notices of Approval in Principle request payment of the qualifying investment
to be made within 30 days. although in some cases upon request, the Comnuttee will grant an
extension for this payment deadline.

Following the grant of citizenship, including the issuance of a citizenship certificate, the status of
the Project will not have a connection to or effect upon the citizenship status of the mvestor/citizen.
An mvestor/citizen of Grenada will have the night to obtain a Grenada passport and to renew such
passport upon its expiration. Currently Grenada passports expire every 5 years.

The Approved Project

In March 2021, Hartman University Town to be developed by Hartman Education Enterprise Ltd.
(the “Developer™) was granted the license of an Approved Project, in accordance with the CBI
Act. Approved Project status gives the Developer the night to solicit mvestors and raise capital for
the development of the Project!.

The purchase or investment agreement between the Developer and an applicant proposing to invest
in the Project must be submitted to the Committee.

The Developer 1s required to open a project escrow account with a designated escrow agent, and
to enter into an escrow agreement with a designated escrow agent, and the Committee (the
“Committee Escrow Agreement™).

Qualifving Investment

According to the CBI Act and based upon the Notice of Approved Project Status, an applicant for
citizenship by investment can purchase a unit in the Hartman University Town as their qualifying

A person may apply for citizenship of Grenada under the CBI Act after entering into an agreement

to invest i Hartman Umversity Town. Once citizenship is granted, that person may apply for and
obtain a passport of Grenada.

All qualifying mvestment amounts received by the Developer must be deposited into the project
escrow account and are subject to the terms and conditions of the Committee Escrow Agreement.

There 15 no provision in the CBI Act to restrict payment of sales comnussions or other marketing
expenses except where such payments are made from the ﬁmdsreqmredlobedeposﬂedmthe
Project escrow account and used in accordance with the Co ittee Escrow Agrn

The CBI Act does not include any provision that restricts an mvestor from entering into a financing
arrangement using the Qualifying Property as collateral following the Grant of Citizenship and
does not include any provision which would permit such action to have an effect on a person’s
citizenship status.

Purchase and Sale Transaction

Following due registration under the Condominmm Act, a unit of a condominium building at
Hartman University Town shall constitute real property for all purposes and may be separately
conveyed, mortgaged. leased or otherwise disposed of and may be mhented or devised by will
(subject to the provisions of the Condominium Act, the declaration and the By-laws). The separate
title of each unit shall be registrable in the Deeds and Land Registry and each umit may belong m
common ownership to more than one person. As an owner in common each owner has a distinct
fixed share in the property (for example one half or one third) albeit that the property 1s undivided
and treated as a single unit. Each such owner may dispose of hus share of the property.

Over 200
countries & territories are reviewed and updated on an annual basis. The ranking also offers valuable information
regarding the number of visa-free destinations, dual citizenship and more. The STC Passport index was launched
in 2016 and remains the only one that indexes visa-free destinations according to their popularity and authorized
length of stay. Since 2018, the STC Passport Index has been simplified. We spent our time finding the most
accurate and simple way for a Global Citizen to evaluate the value of a passport. Simply giving the number of
visa-free countries ane can travel can be deceiving. Only a few countries are truly valuable to those who are
considering a second passport. For example, Barbados has a Visa-Free Count of 136, and Bermuda also has a
Visa-Free Count of 136. An inaccurate passport Index would rank Barbados passport as equal to that of the
Bahamas. In reality, however, the Bahamian passport is more valuable than its Barbadian counterpart because it
allows visa-free travel to the United States. This is one reason why the visa-free score is deceiving, as countries
can assign visa waivers to tiny jurisdictions to increase their score and give the illusion that their passport will
enable you to travel to the places you desire. Our analysis of the travel world left us with the conclusion that two
regions are key to those looking to buy a passport: Europe and the USA. Other important destinations like the
UK, China or Russia don’t carry as much weight. Passports with the label US & EU are the most valuable and
represent the “Gold Standard" for passports. Generally speaking, visa-free travel to the US comes with an
additional 130 other countries. In practical terms, most passports with visa-free travel to the US also offer visa-
free travel to Europe.
